● Measuring 
● Counting forwards and backwards e.g. 589, 590, 591
● Cutting items into fractions e.g. apples
● Telling the time – analogue/digital
● Comparing prices at the supermarket
● Playing card and board games
● Making patterns – bead necklaces
● Drawing and using maps – orienteering
● Learning number pairs – 100? 1000? E.g. 25 + 75 = 100 so 250 + 750 = 1000
● Finding and reading large numbers in the environment
● Making 21 out of car number plates
● Baking

Reading
● Class Programmes – children will have regular guided reading 

sessions with the teacher
● Home Reading: 

– most students will select books from library for home reading 
– some children may have books from the teacher based on 
    reading needs

● Please encourage your child to read regularly for sustained 
periods of time (15- 20 mins)

● We encourage students to choose their books independently



Ways to help Literacy at home...
Reading

● Discussing texts:

•What picture do you have of the characters?

•What do you think is going to happen next?

•Were there any words you didn’t understand?

● Read the same book or magazine as your child

● Read to your children – modelling expression and 

fluency

● Find information together in a range of places

● Encourage children to read to younger siblings

● Discuss newspaper articles

● Play card and board games

Writing

● Get them to write grocery lists

● Encourage them to write emails, invitations, 

poems, stories, postcards

● Play word games – scrabble, bananagrams

● Get children to write a journal or diary

● Scrapbooking

● Discuss words

● Share your writing

● Make holiday powerpoints



Inquiry
At East Taieri School we encourage our learners to be 

inquisitive. Our Inquiry programme allows for children to 

develop skills and knowledge within a specific framework. 

Within this framework, children are able to develop

learner agency and follow their passions and interests. 



Our Inquiry Model Looks like this….
TUNING IN – What information do I already know about the topic?   

What do I want to find out? Define – Ask a BIG question.

RESEARCH – Locate – Identify resources that will help answer the BIG question. 

Find and sort out information to help answer the BIG question.

EXTEND – Select and Organise – Organise the information that will answer the BIG 

question.  How will it be presented.  Can I take my information further?

EVALUATE – Assess – Has the BIG question been answered? 

Could I have done it differently?

SO WHAT?– Present – Decide the best way to present the information.  

How will I use this information in the future?

Monitoring progress
● Parents can email teachers directly so that a convenient time can be arranged to 

discuss your child’s learning.

● Term 2 - written report and parent interview (mid year) 

Children will lead mid year interviews as this is part of encouraging them to take responsibility for 

their learning

● Term 4 - written report at end of year
